Petition Wording finalized:

"Do you want to reject the new law that would make people document that they are U.S. citizens or in the country legally before they can get or renew Maine drivers' licenses, and that complies with parts of the federal REAL ID Act of 2005?"
We didn't have any say in the wording but feel it is about as good as it could be, given the circumstances, and we're ready to get started right now! ASAP
Petition Circulators getting started
· Open your packets, pull out the instructions and read them right away, please

· Take out the Certificate of Registration and fill in the top section. Then take it to your Town Clerk for them to verify that you are a Registered Voter in Maine and are eligible to collect signatures. Then mail it to Lu. You aren't required to have this done before starting to collect signatures. But please do it asap and get that out of the way.
